Mental Strategies for Number Processes


Money – Develop an awareness of money.  Recognise symbols for pounds and pence.  Recognise name & order coins to £2.  Make different values with a variety of coins.


Measurement – Explore objects of different sizes. Order objects according to size. Use measurement vocabulary. Understand and use terms: length, width, height, weight and volume. Use non standard (eg a pencil) and standard (cm) units to measure.  Explore measuring equipment.
